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The following describes the species Aquila , an organism not indigenous to Earth. The 

data presented likely correlate with classified documentation.

• Vessel Description:  (Accompanied by drawing) – Vessels are characterized by 

the absence of windows and visible generators. They possess a cylindrical, 

tubular shape with generators distributed along the length and at both ends.

• (Drawing with Annotation):  Visible in infrared spectrum during nighttime 

conditions.  

• Possible Historical Correlation:  Potential correlation to events in Stralsund in 

1665 (speculative).
